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•  Original idea: 
–  Venues hosting 100 participants … 

•  Registration is “pre-registration” 
–  In order to cope with possible overbooking 
–  We send an email confirmation a few days before the event 
–  We call to make sure 

•  Average pre-registration per city:   200 
•  Average number of actual participants:  150 
•  Post-event survey shows 99.9% satisfaction 

–  Another survey will be done after 6 months to monitor 
progress 

•  We can already see results in terms of deployment and business 
being generated: 

–  Over 1.500 emails responded (13 events), not including logistic issues
